Discussion Questions

1. Instruction: According to Hebrews 12:14b what is required in order to see God? 

Application: Is there an area in your life that, although looking very clean on the outside, is not experiencing growth?  What prevents you from growth in this area?

2. Instruction: Read Romans 8:29 and 1 Thess 4:3-7.  What is God’s plan for you?  What is sanctification? According to 1 Thess 5:23 who is it that causes growth in you?  

Application: How have you falsely relied upon your own self to grow in holiness instead of relying on God’s power?  After several people in the group have shared spend time in prayer in repentance.

3. Instruction: Read Galatians 5:22-25. Why the botanical reference to fruit?  What makes fruit from the Spirit inevitable?  What does vs24 say about the internal nature of Christian growth?  Why is “fruit” singular yet the list of graces is plural; what’s the point?

Application: Ok, time to get personal, uh oh.  Each person share one thing that you would like to see God sanctify you in.  Philippians 2:12-13 tells us that we have an active part in our sanctification; so each person make a plan with one person in your group to hold you accountable to a plan you will make to aid in your growth.  Commit to checking in on one another during the course of the weeks and months ahead.
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
