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World Missions 
Trip to India and Ethiopia
From June 26-July  12 nine people from Harbor Mira Mesa went on an exploratory missions trip to India and Ethiopia. We worked with two churches and one non-profit Christian group in Mumbai, India. While in Mumbai we learned how the church is meeting some of the most desperate needs in the world, and how the good news of God’s forgiveness in Christ is changing lives, from the poorest to some of the wealthiest people in India.  Pastor Bob also visited three churches in Delhi July 4-6. The rest of the team flew to Addis Ababa, Ethiopia July 5-12, joined by Bob on July 7. World Orphans hosted our team in Ethiopia, showing us how they partner with the Kalle Heywet church (nation-wide Christian church) to rescue orphans in numerous ways.
The Harbor Church city-wide leadership is inviting the Harbor church family to join them in praying for the Lord’s guidance in how He wants our church to participate in world missions projects.  We are strongly considering India and Ethiopia, and other possibilities as well.
